Applying for a place in a Catholic Secondary School for September 2019

DIOCESAN GUIDANCE TO PARENTS/CARERS

If you are intending to apply for a place for your child for September 2019, you need to see your Parish Priest and ask him for a Certificate of Catholic Practice. Your Parish Priest will give this to you providing he is satisfied you are a practising Catholic. You will then need to take this to the Catholic School to which you are applying, together with your child’s Baptismal Certificate (or Certificate of Reception where appropriate). If you do not, for whatever reason, qualify for a Certificate of Catholic Practice and your child is baptised, then your application will come into the next category for Baptised Catholic Children. For further details, please read carefully the admissions criteria/arrangements of the Catholic school to which you wish to apply. If you think you are likely to be, in this second category, please do still apply in the normal way, and remember to take a copy of your child’s Baptismal Certificate to the school. Parents are invited to see Fr Tom to discuss their “practice in faith” on the following dates: 

For Secondary School ONLY

Surnames A-L Monday 8th October between 5pm and 7pm.

Surnames M-Z Wednesday 10th October between 5pm and 7pm.

 There is no need to make an appointment, just turn up in the Church. Both parents (where possible) should attend together with the child for whom the certificate is sought. 
Confirmation 2019
Thinking of being Confirmed next year? You are invited to come along to the Parish Community Centre for a Confirmation Taster Session on Sunday 18th November from 6.00pm - 7.00pm for an informal chat and to find out what is involved.  Application forms will be available at the meeting for young adults (not parents) in Year 11 or above, seeking to receive the Sacrament in 2019.  The closing date is Sunday 2nd December 2018. Interviews will take place on Sunday 9th December between 6pm and 8pm. Baptism Certificate’s MUST be presented at the interview if you were not baptised at St Edward’s. Dates for the Confirmation Programme will be attached to the Application Form and candidates MUST be able to attend ALL sessions and especially the Retreat at Walsingham House Abbotswick (22nd – 24th March 2019). 
Parish Pastoral Forum

On 12th September we had the first meeting of the renewed Parish Pastoral Forum (PPF). As you will remember, this was born out of the results of the Stewards of the Gospel questionnaires and subsequent two open parish meetings. The PPF’s remit is to collaborate with the Fr. Tom in planning the spiritual, pastoral and temporal needs of the parish. It provides a more formalised structure representing the main strands of our parish organisations, consisting of thirteen members meeting each September, December, March and an open AGM in June. 

The membership and draft minutes of the above meeting can be seen on the PPF notice board in the church porch and on the PPF tab on the parish website. Please make time to view these to see what has already been raised and discussed so you may keep abreast of developments.

Should any parishioner wish to bring a matter to the attention of the PPF, then they may do so either verbally or in writing. Each PPF member has a direct link responsibility for different areas and groups. These links can be seen on the notice board and the parish website. All correspondence should be addressed through the parish office which will then be forwarded to the appropriate PPF member. 

Similarly, we are always looking for volunteers to get involved across all of our groups. Should you be interested then please visit the notice board and/or the website and complete one of the volunteer forms. 

Finally, we look forward to Bishop Alan publishing the results of the consultation on the document, ‘Working Together to Evangelise of Diocese’ (Advent 2017) and its implications for our parish. Already we have discussed potential links with neighbouring parishes and look forward to building momentum in this field in the light of Diocesan plans. Watch this space for further information as and when it arrives.
