Palm Sunday of the Passion of the Lord (A) 
9th April 2017 
Today we begin the most important week in the Church’s year. Times of the Masses and Services can be found in this newsletter. The blessing and distribution of Palms takes place at all Masses this weekend. On Wednesday, the priests of the diocese, together with the Bishop renew their promises and bless the oils used for the Sacraments. This Mass of Chrism is at 7pm in the Cathedral.  Then follows the Easter Triduum. The term triduum means ‘three days’. We look at the Easter Triduum as a single celebration that lasts for three days. On Thursday we commemorate the Last Supper, then journey with Christ to Calvary and rejoice in the gift of Resurrection and New Life. The Mass of Mandatum (the Lord’s Last Supper) will be at 8pm and then a Vigil of Prayer until Midnight. On Good Friday, we begin with Morning Prayer of the Church at 10.15am followed by a procession to the Market Place for a Service that begins at 11am. The Children’s Way of the Cross is at 12.30pm followed by the Solemn Liturgy of the Lord’s Passion with the Veneration of the Cross at 3pm. On Easter Saturday we have Morning Prayer at 9am. The Church is ‘dead to itself’ until we celebrate the Easter Vigil at 7.30pm. Masses for Easter Sunday are at 9.30am and 11.30am.
